Dr. Kirk Schulz became the 11th president of
Washington State University and a tenured professor
in the Gene and Linda Voiland School of Chemical
Engineering and Bioengineering on June 13, 2016,
after a seven-year tenure as the president of Kansas
State University.

During his first year in office, President Schulz
launched a major institutional initiative focused

on making WSU one of the nation’s top 25 public
research universities by 2030. The Drive to 25 is
focused on creating a transformative educational
experience for students and accelerating development of a preeminent research
portfolio.

Continuing the momentum of the Elson S. Floyd College of Medicine is also one
of the president’s top priorities. Created by the legislature in 2015, the college
is committed to expanding access to health care in underserved and rural areas
of the state.

NOEL VEST
KEYNOTE SPEAKER
ORADOR PRINCIPAL

When Noel Vest walked out of Lovelock Correctional Center in 2009, he had
no money, no job and 14 felonies on his record, including identity theft and
methamphetamine use. Vest headed home to Washington state, where his first
move was to ask his dad to drive him to the local community college to register
for classes. His second was to see a dentist friend to rebuild his front teeth,
which had rotted from drug use.

While he was incarcerated, Vest found a passion for school. The self-described
mediocre student and class clown liked competing with fellow inmates for the
best grades. He thought he might become an alcohol and substance abuse
counselor when he got out—and he did. But while earning his bachelor’s in
psychology at Washington State University Tri-Cities, he discovered his knack
for research. For his Ph.D. in experimental psychology at WSU Pullman, he studied how prescription opioid
misuse affects people with borderline personality disorder.

Today, Vest is a postdoctoral scholar in the Systems Neuroscience and Pain Lab at Stanford Medicine,
where he examines how people recover from addiction. He tracks how substance use and mental iliness
affect incarcerated veterans after they are released. He also evaluates collegiate recovery programs on
how well they reduce the stigma surrounding addiction and assists the students using them.

Cuando Noel Vest sali¢ de la instalacién correccional, Lovelock, en el 2009, no tenia dinero, ni trabajo y
tenia 14 delitos graves en su historial, incluido el robo de identidad y el uso de metanfetamina. Vest se
dirigid a su casa en el estado de Washington, donde su primer paso fue pedirle a su padre que lo llevara al
colegio comunitario local para inscribirse en las clases. El segundo paso fue ver a un amigo dentista para
que le reconstruyera los dientes frontales, que se habian podrido por el consumo de drogas.

Mientras estuvo encarcelado, Vest encontré una pasion por la escuela. El estudiante mediocre que se
describe a si mismo y payaso de la clase le gustaba competir con sus compafieros de prision por las
mejores calificaciones. Pensé que podria convertirse en consejero de abuso de alcohol y sustancias
cuando saliera, y lo hizo. Pero mientras obtenia su bachillerato en psicologfa en la Universidad Estatal
de Washington Tri-Cities, descubrid su habilidad para la investigacion. Para su doctorado en psicologia
experimental en el campus principal de WSU en Pullman, estudio como el uso indebido de opioides
recetados afecta a las personas con trastorno limite de la personalidad.

Hoy Vest es un becario posdoctoral en el Laboratorio de Neurociencia y Dolor de Sistemas en la
Universidad de Medicina Stanford, donde examina como las personas se recuperan de la adiccion. El
rastrea como el uso de sustancias y las enfermedades mentales afectan a los veteranos encarcelados
después de que son liberados. También evalla los programas universitarios de recuperacion sobre que
tan bien reducen el estigma que rodea a la adiccion y ayudan a los estudiantes a usarlos.

THE UNIVERSITY MACE

The University Mace, a traditional symbol of authority, will lead the faculty processional today. The WSU
Tri-Cities Mace was designed and crafted by David Fassler of the WSU Tri-Cities Integrated Academic
Technologies department. The 28-inch mace was carved from a walnut tree that had grown on his property
in Pasco. Walnut was chosen to represent the strength and stability our campus gets from the greater Tri-
Cities community. On the head of the mace, there are gold and silver medallions on each of the five sides:
one engraved with the WSU seal, one engraved with a WSU Tri-Cities seal and three others engraved with
the six colleges on the WSU Tri-Cities campus.

When not in use for the commencement ceremony, the University Mace is housed in a display case at the
south entrance to the East Building on the WSU Tri-Cities campus.

ACADEMIC REGALIA: A CENTURIES-OLD TRADITION

The academic regalia worn in the commencement ceremony
has a rich history based on long-standing tradition and historical
significance.

Current academic dress is the result of an evolution of the robes worn
by medieval students who were usually clerics in the church’s schools
and monasteries. Over the centuries, British and Commonwealth
universities have retained the earlier custom where holders of
doctoral degrees wear scarlet gowns and round bonnets. In the
United States, a standard code of more subdued dress prevails, with
academic attire composed of a cap, gown and hood.

CAPS AND GOWNS

Gowns for bachelor’s degrees are black with no trim. Baccalaureate
gowns have straight sleeves, while master’s gowns are gray with long,
pointed sleeves with the forearm seen through a slit at the elbow of
the sleeves. Distinctive features of the doctoral gown in the United
States are velvet facings, and three horizontal velvet bars adorn each
bell-shaped sleeve. Both the gown and trim are usually black. The
tassel on the cap indicates, by color, the college or school conferring
the degree. The most common cap worn at graduation ceremonies
in the United States is the mortarboard, named for its flat top, which
has a black tassel fastened to the cap’s middle point and worn on the
right. After receiving a degree, the graduate moves the tassel from
right to left.

HOODS

Candidates for advanced degrees wear the academic hood, a
traditional garment signifying high scholarly achievement. The colors
evidenced on the section of the hood situated around the neck
represent the wearer’s major academic discipline. The section that
hangs across the back and between the shoulders is lined with the
official color, or colors, of the college or school conferring the degree.
The doctoral hood hangs further down the back than the master’s
hood.

Washington State University’s colors are crimson and gray. Colors
associated with areas of study applicable to WSU Tri-Cities are:

ACADEMIC HONOR DISTINCTION AND CORDS

Candidates for baccalaureate degrees are eligible for academic
honors based on their cumulative grade-point average. Students
graduating with honors wear a custom WSU honor cord of crimson
and gray, and are designated one of the following academic
distinctions on their diploma:

REGALIA ACADEMICA: UNA TRADICION CENTENARIA

Los trajes académicos que se usan en la ceremonia de graduacion
tienen una rica historia basada en una larga tradicion y un significado
histdrico.

Los trajes académicos actualmente son el resultado de una
evolucion de las tunicas que usaban los estudiantes medievales
que generalmente eran clérigos en las escuelas y monasterios de
la iglesia. A lo largo de los siglos, las universidades britanicas y de
la mancomunidad han conservado la costumbre anterior, donde los
titulares de doctorado visten togas coloradas y birretes redondos.
En los Estados Unidos, prevalece un cddigo estdndar de vestimenta
mas discreta, con traje académico compuesto de un birrete, toga y
capucha.

BIRRETE Y TOGA

La toga de licenciatura y maestria son siempre negra sin adornos.
La toga de bachillerato tiene mangas rectas, mientras que la toga de
maestria tiene mangas largas y puntiagudas con el antebrazo visto a
través de una abertura en el codo de las mangas. Las caracteristicas
distintivas de la toga de doctorado en los Estados Unidos son forros
de terciopelo y tres barras de terciopelo horizontales adornan

cada manga en forma de campana. Tanto la toga como el adorno
suelen ser negros. La borla en la tapa del gorro indica, por el color,
la escuela que confiere el titulo. La gorra mas comun que se usa en
las ceremonias de graduacioén en los Estados Unidos es el birrete,
llamado asi por su parte superior plana, que tiene una borla negra
sujeta al punto medio de la gorra y se usa a la derecha. Después de
recibir un titulo, el graduado mueve el boral de derecha a izquierda.

CAPUCHAS

Candidates for advanced degrees wear the academic hood, a Los
candidatos a grados avanzados usan la capucha académica, una
prenda tradicional que significa un alto rendimiento académico.

Los colores que se evidencian en la seccidn de la capucha situada
alrededor del cuello representan la principal disciplina académica del
usuario. La seccidn que cuelga de la espalda y entre los hombros esta

forrada con el color o los colores oficiales de la universidad o escuela
que otorga el titulo. La capucha de doctorado cuelga mas abajo en

la espalda que la capucha de la maestria. Los colores asociados con
dreas de estudio aplicables en WSU Tri-Cities son:

This community built Washington State University Tri-Cities. Today, we proudly send off the Class of 2022 with high hopes that these graduates will, in turn, use
their newly proven knowledge and collegial spirit to make a difference in our region.

It was on May 10, 1989, that the state Legislature formally established WSU Tri-Cities as one of six campuses that make up the Washington State University system.
Along with WSU Pullman, WSU Vancouver, WSU Spokane, WSU Global and WSU Everett, WSU Tri-Cities provides access to higher education and enhances
economic development as part of a land-grant, comprehensive research university.

During planning discussions in the mid-1980s, community advocates ensured the transformation of what was then the Tri-Cities University Center, a consortium of
five universities in a one-building campus. With a foundation of 43 years of graduate programs for Hanford engineers, WSU Tri-Cities immediately added junior- and
senior-level courses and a mixture of graduate degrees in academic areas from business to the liberal arts.

Local business and community leaders rallied again about 15 years ago, requesting that the state Legislature increase higher education opportunities in our

area. In fall 2007, WSU Tri-Cities began offering freshman and sophomore courses to become a full four-year institution. An entrepreneurial spirit and innovative
approach allows our campus to provide the type of student experiences usually found at private colleges, such as connections with doctoral teaching scholars and
opportunities to lead.

Amazing things are accomplished when community partners and WSU Tri-Cities come together, turning our collective vision toward student success and the
greater needs of the region.

Esta comunidad construyo la Universidad Estatal de Washington Tri-Cities. Hoy, enviamos con orgullo a la clase de 2022 con esperanzas de que estos graduados
utilicen su conocimiento recientemente probado y su espiritu colegiado para marcar la diferencia en nuestra region.

Fue el 10 de mayo de 1989 que la legislatura estatal establecié formalmente WSU Tri-Cities como una de las seis universidades que componen el sistema de
la Universidad Estatal de Washington. Junto con WSU Pullman, WSU Vancouver, WSU Spokane, WSU Global, y WSU Everett, WSU Tri-Cities provee acceso a la
educacion universitaria y mejora el desarrollo econédmico como parte de una universidad de concesidn de tierras e investigacion integral.

Durante las discusiones de planificacién a mediados de la década de 1980, los defensores de la comunidad aseguraron la transformacién de lo que entonces era
el Centro Universitario Tri-Cities, un consorcio de cinco universidades en un campus de un solo edificio. Con una base de 43 afios de programas de posgrado
para ingenieros de Hanford, WSU Tri-Cities inmediatamente agrego cursos de nivel de tercer y ultimo afio y una combinacién de titulos de posgrado en dreas
académicas desde negocios hasta artes liberales.

Los lideres de negocios y comunitarios locales se manifestaron nuevamente aproximadamente 15 afos, solicitando que la legislatura estatal aumente las
oportunidades de educacidn universitaria en nuestra area. En el otofio de 2007, WSU Tri-Cities empez6 a ofrecer cursos para estudiantes de primer y segundo
afo para convertirse en una universidad completa de cuatro afios. Un espiritu ambicioso y un enfoque innovador permiten que nuestro campus urbano brinde
el tipo de experiencias estudiantiles que generalmente se encuentran en las universidades privadas, tales como las conexiones con profesores de doctorado y
oportunidades de liderar.

Se logran sujetos asombrosas cuando los socios comunitarios y WSU Tri-Cities se unen, enfocando nuestra vision colectiva hacia el éxito estudiantil y las mayores
necesidades de la region.
